Happy Birthday to You!
When the

children stay with
worldly people or when
people migrate to some
cosmopolitan cities,
there arise a question,
Is it right to celebrate
the birthdays?  This
article is written as an
answer to that
question.
Can a child of the Living
God celebrate his
birthday?

Let us depend
upon the word of God
for the answer and
follow it.
Even though there is no
direct mention about
the celebration of the
birthday in the Bible,
there are two incidents

in the scripture which
warns the child of God,
each in Old Testament
and in New Testament.

It is the only one
birthday celebration
seen in Old Testament
and that is in Gen 40:20.
We can see some
comments about that
celebration of Pharaoh
in this article.

Just like that we
see another birthday
celebration in New
Testament which is of
Herod and it is recorded
in two places (Matt14:1-
12, Mark 6:14-29). We
can see two usages like
birthday and birthday
celebration. Here we see
the birthday of Herod.

Let us examine some
truths from these two
incidents.
Some lessons from this
celebration.

The birthday
celebration is not a
spiritual activity. It is
clearly a worldly
celebration. When these
people celebrated, their
contemporary children
of God Joseph and John
the Baptist never
celebrated their
birthdays. Joseph never
observed his birthday
either in the jail or in the
Palace. There are no
records in the Bible
about the importance of

Let us Know Ourselves
We can see a new sticker in the KSRTC Buses. It is  placed

in such a position that it can easily be seen and read both by the
driver and the passengers. The sticker reads like this The pride,
intolerance ignorance etc of  a driver can lead to accidents. The
driver of a passenger has to ask the following questions to him-
self. Who am I? Where am I sitting? When the driver is conscious
of the fact that the life of the passengers is in his  hand then all
his pride and adamant nature and intolerance will be vanished.

If we are not conscious of ourselves then our journey of
life will be in danger. We have to remind ourselves very humbly.
Who am I? I am a child of God. I am a Brethren and an evange-
list am an elder, am a servant of  the Lord. What do the people tell
of  me a question once raised by Jesus Christ. The people of   each
and every society has an opinion about a person. Likewise we have
opinions about societies and nations. Our opinion about Africa is not the
same of Australia. The people of different faith belief and creed will have
different opinions about our nation society and people. We will definitely
have different opinions about Episcopal churches and Pentecostal assem-
blies. Likewise others will have idea about the Brethren Community.

These views and opinions may not be correct to the core. But
we shoulds know ourselves and we should be conscious and aware
about ourselves. When a virgin gets married she should be con-
scious and she should also remind her that she is no more a virgin
maiden but a wife. So we have to remind ourselves of  our status. Apostle
Peter forgot of  his position for a few moments. That caused him to forsake
his Guru and curse and swear. But when he realized his real identity and
personality he went out and cried bitterly.

An evangelist should remind himself on and off that he isa an
evangelist. He may travel from place to place for ministries he
may have to visit many assemblies and may meet saints of differ-

ent calibre and attitudes. But he is not supposed to take
one news from one place and share it in another place.
He should not spread news from assembly to assembly.
He should be confident that he is an evangelist a person
who carries good news. He has to remind it to him again
and again. Otherwise we may fall. We will fall in to the
dirty hands of  the devil and he will use us.

A member of Brethren assembly will be keeping on re-
minding to him that he is a brethren. I am quite different from
others and cannot live like any oridary people. We should be con-
scious of our identity and we should protect it.

This is thecommedation for the Israelities who recognized
their status and lived accordingly. We are a group of  people who
are and will not belittle even the smallest thing of the sound doc-
trine. Every local assembly has its own administration no
rulers or rules or regulation. All are brothers. This wonder-
ful status belongs to us and us only. How many Balaams
came on the asses at the becoking of Balaks to curse but
nothing happened. God did not curse them. So Balaam
could not do that. A woman should be conscious of the
fact that she is a woman and she should remaind it to her.
Otherwise she will be one who is carrying the seed of  sin
in the family and the society. When an editor does not
realize his status and responsibility he is spoiling and ruin-
ing the whole society. He will be like the intolarable  inso-
lent and proud driver and he will destroy the whole soci-
ety. So let us know ourselves. Let us remind ourselves of
it. We should not do anything forgetting our status Who
am I?.

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Not Taught How
to Walk or Live

We always like our
children to have good edu-
cation and should reach
high positions in this world.
There are others who wants
their children to be like
Samuel who as he grew in
favour to God and men.
This is a good desire. But
for as the parents of Samuel
they gave the necessary food
- the law at the right time we
should also train our children
in the  proper way ie, in ac-
cordance to scripture. Be-
cause of his teaching and
training Samuel had a very
close relationship with the
temple of God and the min-
istries there in. His parents
taught him how to live and
where to live in this world. So
they never had to worry about
him.

Once a social worker
reached a very uncivilized and
uncultured village. She was
supposed to work in that
village. She met a small boy
who could not walk because
of the polio attack on him.
She took him to the doctor
who treated handicapped
children. The doctor treated

him. The boy underwent a
surgery and got recovered.
He was trained to walk and
so began to walk.

After a few years
that social worker met that
doctor who treated that by.
She invited the doctor to
her  home for a tea. The
doctor enquired about  the
boy. Where is that boy
whom I treated earlier? The
doctor asked ‘He may have
grown big’. She replied him
that  he was grown up. The
curiosity of the doctor in-
creased and asked several
questions. What is he doing?
Is he a doctor? Is he a scien-
tist? Is he a social worker like
you? She told him  that he
did not become any of
these. Instead he is in jail.
He is serving life tern in jail
for his involvement in a
murder. She told the doc-
tor with a heavy heart about
time she wasted on him.
She taught him to walk but
did not teach how to walk.
We did not givc  him the
proper training.

Dear saints think
for a moment about our

children. How far we are
concerned about the life
of our children. Are  we
training then with in the
proper way on the basis of
scripture. But the sad
thing about the present is
that we have started to
give new meaning for scrip-
ture on the impact of the
modern affulence and
scientifical growth. Now we
are suppossed to train in
the way in which they
walk or live. The parents are
not courageous enough to
discipline their children even
if they come to know about
their indisciplined life one
way or the other. We are
trying our level best to
teach our children to be at
the top in the society. But
we do not think or con-
sider the way they walk.
We are reluctant to ask
Are they growing up as a
child of God? Think
about it otherwise things
can go wrong. Let us pray
that our children should
not fall in this pit of dis-
obedience and indisci-
pline. May God help us.

This is a
practice adopted from
the gentiles and the
children of God have to
get away from this
observance.

Human enjoyments
like dance (Mat14:6)
and feast (Gen 40:20)
were conducted.

All these
celebrations ended in
great disaster. Joseph
was in the jail for
another two years
more (Gen 41-1). John
the Baptist was
beheaded (Matt 14-9-
11). When we go
through these verses of
scripture we should
understand that these
incidents are recorded
only as a warning. Any
other such birthday
celebrations are not
given in the Bible and it
shows that these types
of celebrations are not
important for the life of
a believer. Then why we

should give
importance for such
things?
We should know our
birth date but not for
celebration:  In the
Bible the age of many
God’s people is
mentioned. So we
should know our birth
date. There is a
difference between
remembering and
c e l e b r a t i n g .
Remembering is only
for calculation of age.
If the celebration was
required it would have
been recorded in the
Bible. Birthday
celebration was not
the practice of the
children of God
either in Old
Testament or in
New Testament. In
a birthday
celebration that
person is exhorted,
praised and blessed.
But when a birthday is
remembered these

types of flattery is not
required. Gifts are not
given. So there is
noticeable difference
in celebration and
remembering.  We
strongly talk for the
separation from this
world, but accept all
these type of worldly
celebrations.  As a
result all these type of
sinful practices get
into the life of our
young people and
lead them to the
eternal curse.  So if the
parents are careful
they can save their
next generation from
the wrath of God.
Dear one, let us know
our birthdays but
don’t celebrate it.
Is the birthday a time
for praising God?
Some years ago there
was a debate about
the birthday
celebration. People

who defended the
argument put forward a
claim that, the birthday
celebration can be used
for praising God. They
pointed the verse 1Cor
10:31. “Whether
therefore you eat or
drink or whatever you
do, do all to the glory of
God”. When that brother
explained skillfully this
verse many thought that
his claims are according
to the word of God. But
it is not.  This verse is a
typical verse through
which much glory to be
given to God.  All our
activities to be done for
the glory of God
according to the will of
God. At a birthday
celebration all the honor
is given to the person,
then how can we say that
it is for the glory of God?
Is not it against the will of
God? God never pleases in

the bonus honor. Taking glory of
God for our high position and it
will cause only our destruction.
Jn 5:44 says, ‘How can you
believe, who receive honor
from one another, and seek
not the honor that comes
from GOD ONLY”.
Why the birthday celebration
is not allowed?
There is no record about it
for a child of God in the
scripture.
God’s will is that we should
worship Him who gives us
the birthdays in our life and
not to honor each other and
bless for the extension of life.
In every birthday celebration
the person is lifted up and he
or she will be the star of
attraction and receives gifts
and everybody admires them.
Let us be away from all these
types of gentile performances.
May God help us to live for
the glory of God.
