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Christ. The term unto everyone very clearly
reveals that the gift is given to all those who
are born again. But each and every one is
not given the same gift.
When do we get the special gifts?
The simple answer to this question is that
one get this gift when he accept Jesus Christ
as his personal saviour and Lord. King David
in Psalm 139 tells that our birth is a great
wonder. Just study the conversation between
Jesus Christ and Nicodemus about a person’s
salvation. Let us look what our Lord has told
Ananias at the time of  the transformation of
Saul … he is a chosen vessel unto me to bear
my name before the gentiles and kings and the
children of  Israel. But Paul could do these
things only much later and the Church accepted
it at a much later period. Acts 13: 1-3.
Do we have to do anything to get gifts?
Our Lord gives it as a gift generous gift without
any labour acts from us.
Who is the donor of the gifts? The triune
God is the donor. Rom 12:3; Eph 4:6,7,11; 1Cor
12;4,11.
Why these gifts are given?
It is given to manifest the diversity of  the glory
of Our Lord Eph 2:6. The ministries of the
assembly should not become mechanical or
stereotyped instead the assembly should attain
spiritual edification Col 3:16; Eph 5:20.
What should we do with the gifts?
We get a beautiful answer to this question
through Apostle Peter. Apostle Peter exhorts
us to become good stewards of the gifts and
also asks us to minister each other with this
given gifts. (1Peter 4:10). What did the Holy
Spirit tells us about it with special priority. A
person has to ask two questions to God before
utilizing his gifts. First, Lord am I good steward
and infront of  you? Am I like Joseph who took
care of  the house of  Potifer in total faith or am
I like Eliazer who has only one motive
ie, to win the heart of  Rabecca to his
master Joseph or I am like Moses who
served the people of  Israel like a slave
and who kept his faithfulness to the
least in the house of God. Gen 24:35;
Heb 3:2,5. Secondly Oh Lord are you
pleased in my relation with the assembly
and my fellow brethren. What will be
the reply of the Lord in respect of it. If
the Lord tells us that you have been
weighed and found imperfect. Then what
we can do? We can fall at His feet and confess
our sins and can pray to the Lord to give me
discerning capacity to understand my gifts. I
submit myself as a good steward to minister
my fellow brother.

THE SPOTLESS CHURCHES
It is a sad thing in front of God and the believers who are

Our spiritual maturity is only up to the standard of
moving with the world. This is very shameful. Either we have to
change our name or change our life.

In
some assemblies there are believers who are alcholies at the same
time they are the partakers of  the Lords supper. . Because of  the
holy separation our forefathers destroyed the betel nut trees.
